
Praising God for His goodness  

“Is God Deaf?” 
We have some curious young students. Of course, we talk about God.  We sign our 
songs to God in chapel every morning.  We sign our prayers to God throughout the day.  
We tell Bible stories and in our Bible stories, God “signs” His thoughts to the human or 
angelic beings to which He is communicating. They in turn speak back to God. 

Some of our curious young students are now beginning to understand there is a Deaf 
and Hearing division of people in the world. The question “Is God Deaf?” was a serious 
thought. We are made in God’s image (Gen 1:27). We are made to fellowship with Him. 
For a little Deaf child to consider that God would be Deaf shows lots of understanding, 
including the understanding that she is made in God’s image and He understands her. 

Praise God for perceptive young hearts that think about Him! We know God 
allows deafness “that the works of God might be made manifest” (John 9:3). Here at 
E.S.D. we regularly witness God’s work in the lives of our students as children who have 
very limited language are impacted by prayer. We praise God for two students who 
have accepted Christ this year and the work He is doing in the hearts of our volunteers 
and staff.  What a joy it is to discuss changes in our students with the students’ parents 
- attesting to the life-changing work of Jesus Christ.  

We also praise God for “hearing” hearts.  This year, because of such willing hearts, we 
have hosted three WORK teams - one each in February, March and April. These teams 
and another scheduled for July are direct answers to prayer regarding the needs we 
face as a ministry without a resident maintenance worker or cook.  

God is not deaf.  He hears our every prayer.  One prayer that has been prayed through 
the 50 year history of the ministry is for the property to be available for purchase.  We 
are thankful for our low rent but would like to actually OWN the land. Please pray with 
us as we enter negotiations with the heir of the property. We are praying for the cost 
of purchase to be miraculous and will take into consideration the 50 years of 
development and use of this land. Pray with us for this. 

God hears our hearts’ cry. As we sing in chapel, “He sees each tear that falls and hears 
me when I call.” Whatever is happening in your life, God is listening. He understands! 
He is not deaf - He loves you and wants to have YOUR attention so He can pour His love 
into your life.   

Will you open the eyes and ears of your heart to let Him in? What is God saying to you 
today?  Will you answer as one whose heart is stone (Ezekiel  11:19)?  Or will you 
respond with a hearing heart as led by the Spirit (Psalm 139:24)?  
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A teen work team from Ontario Canada came in March. They 

sealed the roofs, painted a church, shared testimonies in 

chapel and celebrated the baptism of one of their youth in the 

water fall in the El Yunque Rainforest.  We rejoice with each 

one who experienced more of God while serving Him here.

 One day in February, we had 7 deaf children, 8 people from a visiting work team, some hearing siblings of the 

deaf children and some other hearing friends and their children, a smattering of ESD workers, 16 people on 

their way serve God on the island of Guadalupe, three resident dogs and two new chickens for our new 

chicken coop on our grounds. The 16 people on their way to Guadalupe arrived in San Juan around noon and 

had a layover of 9 hours. We picked them up at the airport and brought them to ESD for the afternoon.    

The newly arrived visitors met the chickens and participated in some games as part of a mid-term Bible 

emphasis week.  After the students and extraneous others left, the staff grilled some chicken, served the 

guests and then returned the 16 to the airport while the 8 went to their assigned housing.  

By morning, the only remnant of the former festivities was a few clutches of feathers lying by the resident 

dogs.  
A third work team, this one from Calvary 

Chapel of Southern Ocean County New 

Jersey,  replaced our faulty classroom light 

fixtures with ceiling fans and new light 

fixtures, taught the students how to surf 

and did various other odd jobs.   

Special bonds were formed with many 

members of all three work teams and we 

are staying in touch by e-mail and webcams.
